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Dear Parents/Carers, 
I am writing to inform you about some changes that have been made to our whole school mental maths program Leapfrog. The program is designed to support and engage our children in developing quick, mental recall of multiplication and division facts. These changes are making the program even more structured, progressive, inclusive and challenging for all children. Understanding and knowing these facts, not only supports children’s learning in other areas of the maths curriculum, it also helps as part of their everyday life experiences. 
The children will continue to sit a weekly test (every Thursday), which is three minutes in length. However, they now only need to score 100% once to move onto the next lily pad. At the start of every half term, all children will begin on the ‘Bronze’ lily pad with the aim of getting as far as possible. Leapfrog booklets will be provided so that you can be kept up to date with their progress. Examples of the facts/tables that the children need to learn, will be included in the booklet. These will need to be brought into school every Thursday.

To support the children with their learning of multiplication facts, children in Year’s 2, 3 and 4 will be given a TT Rockstars login. This educational website is a fantastic way for the children to learn their tables while collecting coins for their ‘rock hero!’ Teachers have set the appropriate tables in the ‘garage’ section of the game. You will find the login on the children’s Leapfrog booklets. Year 2 children can still access their ‘Numbots’ account to support with the learning of addition facts.
