We aim to develop children’s understanding of who they are, who they want to become and how they can achieve this through learning about religions, beliefs and cultures. We empower pupils to develop their own views and values, fostering confidence in their identity and an understanding that they have the right to be themselves.

We provide opportunities for children to explore a range of world religions, beliefs and cultures, ensuring their experiences are broad and inclusive. Through both personal and shared experiences, pupils develop an understanding of diversity and are encouraged to ask meaningful questions about meaning, purpose, truth, identity and values.

Pupils develop a sense of belonging through learning about local, national and global faiths and communities. They explore how beliefs and practices shape communities and gain a wider understanding of their place within the world.




To ensure progression across the school, RE is structured around key concepts and the study of a range of religions, faiths and festivals. This enables pupils to build on prior knowledge and deepen their understanding over time, making connections between concepts, religions and themes. Our curriculum promotes respect, curiosity and understanding of different worldviews, preparing pupils to live in a diverse society.

	IMPLEMENTATION:
Our RE curriculum is carefully sequenced to ensure progression in both knowledge and skills, developing pupils’ understanding of belonging and diverse religious and non-religious worldviews. Learning is structured around three core concepts and includes the study of a range of religions across each year group. Christianity is studied in every year group as the principal religion. The curriculum builds on prior learning, enabling children to understand how beliefs influence people’s behaviour, practices and ways of life, and to make connections across different religions and worldviews. It supports pupils in developing respect for those with beliefs different from their own, while encouraging them to ask meaningful questions about the world and reflect on their own beliefs, values and experiences. Pupils develop both substantive knowledge about religions and worldviews and disciplinary skills, including interpreting beliefs, making comparisons and reflecting on their own thinking.

In EYFS, RE is delivered through Understanding the World and PSED, with a focus on exploration through play, stories and experiences.
Approach to Learning:
Religious Education is taught weekly through a dedicated lesson. In addition, children deepen their understanding of the core concepts through whole-school assemblies linked to religious celebrations and festivals. This enables learning to take place at meaningful times throughout the year and supports connections to current events and community celebrations. Visits to local places of worship are also organised to enrich pupils’ experiences and develop their understanding of different faiths and beliefs.[image: ]

RE Specific Impact Measures
Assessment is informed by the three RE strands: making sense of beliefs, understanding the impact and making connections. A range of strategies, including observation, questioning, discussion and written work, are used to assess pupils’ understanding and knowledge of different religions, beliefs and worldviews. Pupils are well-prepared to live in a diverse society, showing respect, curiosity and understanding towards others.

Tracking and Recording Assessments
Teachers use formative and summative assessment tools. Foundation subject trackers are used termly to input teacher judgements for each pupil. This allows us to see trends and comparisons between groupings and to tailor future provision. 
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
