	[image: ]Love for Learning:
We aim to develop children’s understanding of who they are, who they want to become and how they can achieve this through learning about religions, beliefs and cultures. We empower pupils to develop their own views and values, fostering confidence in their identity and an understanding that they have the right to be themselves.
	[image: ]Enquiring Minds:
We provide opportunities for children to explore a range of world religions, beliefs and cultures, ensuring their experiences are broad and inclusive. Through both personal and shared experiences, pupils develop an understanding of diversity and are encouraged to ask meaningful questions about meaning, purpose, truth, identity and values.
	[image: ]World Wise: 
Pupils develop a sense of belonging through learning about local, national and global faiths and communities. They explore how beliefs and practices shape communities and gain a wider understanding of their place within the world.



These three elements are the Worcestershire Agreed Syllabus teaching and learning approach: 
Christianity is the principal religion studied and is revisited in every year group to ensure depth and progression.
 
	
	Making sense of beliefs
Identifying and making sense of core religious and non-religious beliefs and concepts; understanding what these beliefs mean within their traditions; recognising how and why sources of authority (such as texts) are used, expressed and interpreted in different ways, and developing skills of interpretation.
	Understanding the impact
Examining how and why people put their beliefs into action in diverse ways, within their everyday lives, within their communities and in the wider world.
	Making connections
Evaluating, reflecting on and connecting the beliefs and practices studied; allowing pupils to challenge ideas studied, and the ideas studied to challenge pupils’ thinking; discerning possible connections between these and pupils’ own lives and ways of understanding the world.

F5 What places are special and why?
• Recognise that some religious people have places which have special meaning for them. • Talk about the things that are special and valued in a place of worship.

F6 What times/stories are special and why?
• Talk about some of the things these stories teach believers (for example, what Jesus teaches about being friends with the friendless in the story of Zacchaeus; what Jesus’ story about the ten lepers teaches about saying ‘thank you’, and why it is good to thank and be thanked; what the Chanukah story teaches Jews about standing up for what is right), etc.
	F4 Being Special: where do we belong?
• Make connections with personal experiences.• Share and record occasions when things have happened in their lives that made them feel special.

F2 Why is Christmas special to Christians?
• Talk about people who are special to them. • Say what makes their family and friends special to them. •Make connections with personal experiences.

• Talk about things they find interesting, puzzling or wonderful and also about their own experiences and feelings about the world. • Think about the wonders of the natural world, expressing ideas and feelings. • Talk about what people do to mess up the world and what they do to look after it.
